The third construction will be the 
club house located on the west 
side of the indoor arena (where 
the small building is at the mo-
ment). The club house will have 
views of the indoor arena and the 
front riding paddock. Along with a 
reception, kitchen, chairs, tables 
and coffee machine.  Family   
members of rides will have a nice 
viewing spot to watch the lessons 

from. 

The final development will be of 
the front riding paddock where 
these is plan for a 40m X 40m all 

weather riding arena.
