Game Mechanics

The Poll-Driven Mechanic measures the effects of Player decisions on Executive 
Policy. 
 
There are approximately 400 voting Congressmen and Women who can vote in 
the United States House of Representatives.  The Congress is where Legislation is 
passed, with a 51% majority of the Legislative Assembly being required to pass a Bill 
into law. 
 
Currently the voting trends and factions within United States Congress are 
represented as per the summary below :

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Congress is controlled by the two U.S. political parties : the Democratic Party, and 
the Republican Party.  Each political party contains various factions that agree 
with the party’s basic ideals.  For example, the Democrats are beholden to various 
lobby groups, while the Republicans are in bed with big business. 
 
Bill has 10 key legislative bills he wishes to pass through Congress that represent his 
vision for America.  The Players have been recruited by the White House for their 
political savvy and to assist the President in passing each of his policies. 
 
Each faction possesses a degree of influence within Congress.  This is reflected by 
the percentage of votes it holds.  If a political party or faction agrees with a policy, 
it will vote for the President.  If the Faction disagrees, it will withhold its vote. 
 
The Democrats and Republicans both control 40% of the Congress.  The remaining 
20% of Congressmen vote based on Bill’s popularity.  After a major decision has 
been made, Bill’s polling team conduct a political survey to determine the 
President’s popularity rating.  The results are determined by : 
 

 How successful the Players have been in resolving various political crises, 
 

 How many Bills have passed through Congress (yes, success breeds success!).

As well as passing bills into law, Players are to assist the President manage the 
country through various political crises that will affect his administration.  Each crisis 
affects four measures of America political life : Homeland Security, Domestic 
Policy, Foreign Policy, and Politics. 
 
If Players address all four measures, then they have successfully navigated 
America through the crisis.  Failure to address each measure in turn when finding a 
solution to a crisis will see Bill’s popularity slip, affecting his influence in Congress 
and the ability to pass legislation.

The independent President of the United States, Bill, stands for the small town 
values he grew up with in Dayton, Ohio.  These values inspired him to run for 
President, inspired the public to vote for Bill, and are the values he aims for the 
country to adopt.  He expects all of the employees in the White House, including 
the Players, to model these values. 
 
A list of Bill’s values appear below :

Whenever Players have made a decision that is contrary to Bill’s values, 
the President will be informed and request the pleasure of their 
company in the Oval Office. 
 

Bill believes in meeting with his staff, no matter their rank, whenever they have 
“strayed” from the values he represents.  Such meetings run as follows : 
 
1. Identify the Behaviour : Bill asks the Players to explain what happened, 

granting the Players the opportunity to justify their 
behaviour. 
 

2. Model the Behaviour : Bill uses an appropriate folk saying and an anecdote 
to demonstrate what he would have done in the 
same situation. 
 

3. Change the Behaviour : Bill orders the Players to fix the situation and to “Do 
the right thing”. 

 
After the meeting, the Players have an opportunity to “Do the right thing”.  If they 
don’t, they will once again be called back to the Oval Office at the President’s 
pleasure for another meeting (which means another round of folk sayings and 
anecdotes!). 
 
Players will have a finite amount of time to atone for their sins before Bill dies.

 Dayton, Ohio was named in 1805 after Jonathan Dayton, a captain in the 
American Revolutionary War and signer of the U.S. Constitution.  Jonathan 
Dayton was just an ordinary man who fought for what he believed in, a man Bill 
aspires to emulate.  Whenever Bill fights for a piece of legislation, he remembers 
Jonathan Dayton.  He doesn’t hope to have a town named after him, nor does 
he wish to lead an army, only help to create a better place to live. 

 
 Bishop Milton Wright and Susan Catharine Wright had sons and a daughter.  

Two of their sons had a dream, a dream which many considered absolute 
insanity.  Regardless of what people said, despite surmounting opposition, 
criticism from their peers, the two ordinary sons of an ordained Bishop, Wilbur, 
Orville Wright, were the first men to ever build and fly the modern aeroplane. 

 
 Bill’s home town of Dayton, Ohio is known as “The Gem City, the Cleanest City 

in America.”  It has won the national U.S. environmental award more than 3 
times over the past 50 years because the citizen’s care about the town they 
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live in.  They’re so proud of how tidy their town is every bin on the street proudly 
proclaims the slogan!  And all it took to achieve this were 8 words placed on 
the side of a few bins, and a little time and effort from everyone in Dayton. 

 
 Dayton has more patents per capita than any city in America.  It is a city of 

ideas.  The cash register, the stepladder, microfilm, beverage cans, the movie 
projector, space food, parking meters, the starter engine, the jet engine, gas 
masks and the parachute were all created in Dayton.  Imagine if one such 
town can have such an impact on the world, what impact America could 
have if all her creative efforts were focussed on achieving a better life for the 
future. 
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1 Set-Up

“Good afternoon.  My name is Agent Miller of the United States Secret Service.  I 
have been directed by order of the President of the United States to meet with 
each of you.  Your President has asked you to serve at his pleasure based on your 
experience, your skills and your expertise. 
 
“As you all know, the President was elected as an independent candidate.  
Neither the Democratic or the Republican Party’s candidates were successful.  This 
is a unique situation that presents the new Administration with a number of unusual 
problems.  One of these problems involves recruiting key White House staff. 
 
“The President has instructed the Secret Service to meet with you – in private – to 
vet you for positions in the Administration’s “think tank”.  Your role will be to assist 
the President, or Bill as we all know him, achieve his 10-point plan by ensuring all 10 
pieces of legislation are passed through the United states Congress, and to 
manage any political situations affecting the nation that may arise. 
 
“Now, ladies and gentlemen, the Secret Service will meet with you one at a time 
to ask a series of questions to ensure you are eligible for security clearance to work 
at the White House, and ask a few key questions in relation to your new roles and 
responsibilities.” 
 
 
 
The Secret Service will interview each of the Players one-at-a-time at the behest of 
the new President of the United States of America.  The new President, Bill, is asking 
the Players to serve their country by assisting the White House achieve his agenda. 
 
During the interview, the Secret Service will hand each player a copy of Bill’s 10-
point plan summarising the pieces of legislation that he wishes to pass. 
 
Players will then be asked to expound upon their answers to the 3 questions that 
appear on the reverse side of their Character Sheets. 
 
The Secret Service will also hint at Bill’s nature (i.e. “What do you know about Bill?  
He’s a small-town man who believes in honesty, integrity and accountability, 
capturing the imagination of the American people.”).

Prior to being taken to the White House to begin their new roles, the Players will be 
escorted by the Secret Service to garner their first glimpse of the new President as 
Bill gives the State of the Union address in the United States House of 
Representatives :

[Cue Track 1 : “Star Spangled Banner”] 
 
“My fellow Americans : 
 
“America has a dream.  A dream to aspire to greatness, to greet the future and 
fulfil all its hopes.  America needs to wake up and realize its dream. 
 
“But what is America?  Ladies and gentlemen, America is its people.  We are 
America and we need to wake up. 
 
“We hold our America’s destiny in our own hands.  We can choose to slumber 
uneasily, or take charge of our nation’s fate.  Each and every one of us as a 
valued member of our own society must take responsibility to achieve these goals.  
To sleep, to dream, or to aspire to greatness.  That is our choice. 
 
“It is you, the people, who have sent me to Washington.  I am accountable to you.  
And here I am, working to ensure America is responsible and accountable in her 
actions, just like we all need to take responsibility for guiding our wonderful country.  
For it is only by each and every one of us contributing, working, and striving to 
make this land a better place to live, by all of us being accountable, that we will 
achieve that vision.  A vision not just for ourselves, but for our children. 
 
“I have a plan – a 10-Point Plan – to help us realise that vision.  We need to begin 
looking after our beautiful country.  We all need to contribute to our Nation’s 
security and well-being, both here and abroad.  We need to learn and study to 
make America a brighter and wiser place.  We need a responsible Space Program 
to reach the next frontier.  We need a job for every American who wants to work.  
We need a fair tax system, a fairer trade policy, to be able to end the war on 
drugs, and embrace those who want to be American! 
 
“My friends, I cannot do this alone.  No man can do this on their own.  What I need 
– no, what we need – most of all, is you!”

CChhiieeff  ooff  SSttaaffff  
 
‘Welcome, ladies and gentlemen, to the White House.  I am the Chief of Staff, the 
man responsible for overseeing everything that goes on inside the White House.  
I‘ve been asked to take you on a tour of the Office while the President, or Bill as he 
prefers to be referred to, is completing his duties on Capitol Hill after the State of 
the Union address. 
 
“We will begin with a tour, followed by a briefing, where I will outline why the 
President…”  (Pause)  “Why Bill has asked for your help. 
 
“This is the West Wing, where the Executive Branch of the Government is located.  
This section of the White House was originally commissioned by President Theodore 
Roosevelt as a temporary office.  Opened in 1902, it has since housed the Cabinet 
Room, Presidential Office, Press Corp and Situation Room, all of which are still in use 
to this day. 
 
“If everyone is ready, please follow me and we’ll begin the tour.” 
 
 
Press Room : “Now we come to the James S. Brady Press Briefing Room, named 
after the White House Press Secretary who was shot during the attempt on 
President Regan’s life in 1981. 
 
“In the 30’s, a swimming pool was built on this location to honour President Franklin 
Roosevelt and assist him with his crippling condition.  The pool was donated by the 
citizens of New York and is still intact to this day beneath us.  If you need to know, 
the Press are located at the shallow end. 
 
“Forty years later, the swimming pool was transformed into the Press Room by 
President Nixon to meet the increasing demand for television news.  It was recently 
re-modelled in 2000, and now over 18 miles of fibre-optic cabling supplies the 
media with the speed they need to file stories to sink an Administration anytime of 
the day or night. 
 
“All Press Briefings conducted by your team will occur in this room, where you will 
have an opportunity to stand behind the podium and address the Presidential 
media pool. 
 
“Next stop, the Situation Room.” 
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Situation Room : “This is the heart of the Executive Branch, the room where the fate 
of the world is decided at the push of a button.  You’ll mainly be working out of 
here to help Bill solve any situations that may arise, whether they relate to domestic 
or foreign policy. 
 
“You see, Bill’s not a Washington man.  He’s an outsider, and he knows this.  He 
needs you – that’s right, you – to help him achieve his vision.  As you all know the 
in’s and out’s of D.C., Bill’s relying on you to help pass each part of his 10-Point Plan 
through Congress and handle any… complications that may arise.  It’s an 
ambitious plan as you’ve heard.  Not because he’s an ambitious man, but 
because he believes this is what we need to do. 
 
“As Bill would say, ‘Evil thrives where good men fear to tread…’  And Bill’s more 
than likely going to tread on more than a few toes in this town!  Hopefully you’ll be 
able to massage any sore feet along the way. 
 
“Now if you’re ready, let’s make our way to the Roosevelt Room.” 
 
 
Roosevelt Room : “This is the Roosevelt Room.  In 1909, President Taft built the first 
Oval Office here in the centre of the West Wing.  It was moved by President 
Franklin Roosevelt to its current position during renovations in 1934 to allow his 
wheelchair easy access to the Rose Garden. 
 
“President Franklin Roosevelt called this the Fish Room, where he displayed an 
aquarium he was said to like.  President John F. Kennedy continued the nautical 
theme into his Presidency.  It was named by President Richard Nixon in honour of 
both President Roosevelt’s for the construction and renovation of the West Wing. 
 
“The Roosevelt Room is used as a conference room, where high level meetings 
with Government leaders and foreign dignitaries are held.  The fate of world has 
been decided in here more than once.  Let’s all hope you don’t have to use this 
room anytime soon. 
 
“Moving right along, it’s time to visit the most important room in the West Wing, the 
Oval Office.” 
 
 
The Oval Office : “Ladies and gentlemen, welcome to the Office of the President 
of the United States.  This is the Oval Office.  The characteristic shape of this room is 
attributed to President George Washington, who in his home in Philadelphia had 
two oval rooms where he hosted formal receptions, called leeves.  As his guests 
formed a circle around him, the President could stand in the centre to greet them,  
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ensuring everyone was an equal distance from the President.  It has become a 
symbol of democracy world-wide for more than just this very reason. 
 
“Over here you will see is the Presidential Desk, built from the timbers of the HMS 
Resolute, a British naval vessel ice bound off the coast of Greenland in 1854.  It was 
discovered abandoned by the American ship, the George Henry, and returned to 
England, where the vessel remained in service for the next 20 years.  When the 
HMS Resolute was decommissioned, Queen Victoria requested the wood be used 
to create a desk as a symbolic gift of friendship between our two nations. 
 
“Behind the desk is the Gunlocke Oval Office chair, upholstered in soft, top-grain, 
black leather and designed to suit the President’s specific seating requirements.  In 
front of us is the official Presidential Rug.  It is a tradition that every President 
designs a rug for the Oval Office.  You will note that the current President has 
elected to select a pattern that reflects the American flag rather than the symbol 
of office. 
 
“On the table there is a bowl of M&M’s decorated with the Presidential Seal.  Help 
yourself to a few if you’d like, they’re free.  Bill likes the red, blue and white ones. 
 
“If you find yourself called to the Oval Office, be prepared.” 
 
 
As the Players are walking back through the West Wing, an aide approaches the 
Chief of Staff : 
 
“Ladies and gentlemen, I’m afraid I’m going to have to call a holt to the tour at 
this time…  A spy plane’s just crashed in China.  We’re needed in the Situation 
Room.  Welcome to the White House!” 
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2. Crises and Votes

The Press Room Players are able to address the media re: crises and 

petitions for support for bills/legislation 
The Situation Room The Players ‘base camp’, where they will plan strategies to 

manage crises and pass bills/legislation through Congress 
The Roosevelt Room Players are able to use this room to meet with factions or 

ambassadors to manage crises and garner support for 
bills/legislation 

The Oval Office Naughty Players who make immoral or unethical decisions 
will be ordered to speak with Bill, where the POTUS Cliché 
Engine will take effect! 

 
The Game will begin with Players managing the 1st Crisis : A Spy Plane crashing in 
China. 
 
Every 15 – 20 minutes, Bill will send a piece of legislation to the Hill, where the U.S. 
Congress will vote for it to either be ratified into law or rejected. 
 
In-between legislation, every 15-20 minutes another political crisis will break! 
 
i.e. Every 10 minutes or so, either a bill will be sent to the Hill for a vote, or a crisis will 
occur.  This will keep Players on their toes! 
 
Players will have to shuffle their efforts between managing crises and securing 
votes to pass legislation.  Success breeds success.  Failure makes it harder to pass 
future pieces of legislation. 
 
Whenever Players resolve a crisis or pass a bill via means that are contrary to Bill’s 
values, they will be called to the Oval Office to justify their actions, and then atone 
for not doing things, “The right way” (see the POTUS Cliché Engine for more 
information). 
 
The crises appear below.  A copy of Bill’s legislative policies and agenda appears 
at the end of the module. 
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CCrriisseess  
 
Players will need to address each of the problems affecting the four measures in 
order to successfully manage all areas of a crisis.  The President’s popularity poll, 
and hence the Congressional ‘swing vote’ gained, are determined by how many 
measures are addressed. 
 
Each crisis is loosely defined and open to interpretation (i.e. freeform in nature!). 
 
 
15 minutes into the 1st Crisis, Bill’s first piece of legislation, his Transport Policy will 
pass through Congress with a 51% majority vote due to the influence of the Vice-
President.  After this, the 2nd Crisis : Vice-President is Impeached for Espionage will 
occur. 
 
The crises and bills will continue until the 2-hour point, at which stage Scene 3 : 
America the Brave will occur.

A U.S. Spy Plane flying over northern China has crashed due to technical 
difficulties.  The six-man crew is under threat of being captured by the Chinese 
military if the Players do not respond quickly, and the Plane contains important U.S. 
cryptography technology that holds security codes and vital intelligence 
information the Chinese would love to crack!  If the Chinese find either the crew or 
the plane, this will lead to a diplomatic incident, instigating a trade embargo and 
affecting America’s credibility in the U.N.

Politics If the Vice-President is a spy, who else is?!?  Macarthyism 

returns to the U.S.!  All members of the Administration will have 
to sit through an impeachment trial in the Senate 

 
The Vice-President, George, has been inadvertently blackmailed by the French to 
spy for them!  If he failed to follow his handler, Fifi’s instructions, she threatened to 
release compromising pictures of this married man in all sorts of inexplicable 
positions.  The Players will need to handle this issue before the story’s leaked to the 
media, National Security is compromised and everyone, including Bill, is brought 
before the Senate! 
 
It is likely this crisis will lead to the Vice-President being removed from office or 
resigning, a key point later on in the Game.

Politics Failure to protect America from imminent danger affects Bill’s 
standing with the U.S. Congress as he demonstrates the 
inability and lack of experience or credentials to manage a 
global crisis! 

 
The Russian Mafia have stolen an old Soviet warhead from a Ukrainian missile silo 
by bribing the local General watching the device.  They have threatened America 
in order to blackmail $50,000,000.00 out of Bill’s Administration.  
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The device is on its way via Afghanistan to the U.S. or a black market buyer 
(terrorist group?).  The Russians aren’t too willing to acknowledge there’s a 
problem, if this hits the media mass panic will spread and Congress will lose faith in 
Bill’s ability to govern.  What to do?!?

Angeles and San Francisco, California.  What will the Players do to address this 
natural disaster and help the nation in a time of great need?

Domestic Policy As Venezuela is the major U.S. oil port in South America, the 
price of oil will rise to over $100.00 U.S. a barrel, increasing 
inflation and impacting the economy 

Foreign Policy Destabilisation of Venezuela will have a domino effect, 
inspiring regime change/terrorists in other South American 
countries to rebel/attempt coups 

Politics The loss of key oil supplies will panic OPEC, with unpredictable 
results.  Will there be long-term supply shortages?  Will this 
destabilise the Middle-East?!? 
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The President of Venezuela is held up in the Presidential Palace, which the 
Venezuelan military have surrounded.  Martial law is being enforced on the streets 
as a coup de tat occurs.  General Herendez is in charge of the coup, aiming to 
install a right-wing military regime over the popularist Venezuelan President’s 
governance.

Bill goes to his home town of Dayton, Ohio to launch his Education Policy at the 
Orville and Wilbur Wright Elementary School.  The visit is an attempt for Bill to gain 
support via the media for one of his most difficult Policies from the ‘swing voters’ in 
Congress. 
 
The Players and the President will board Air Force One to fly to Dayton.  During the 
flight (as the Players are likely scrambling with a crisis or bill over the plane’s 
communications network), Bill will talk to his team, shaking each person by the 
hand and thanking them individually for their efforts. 
 
He will let everyone know the reason for the visit : “I want you to see the effects of 
the Policies you’ve helped me to implement”. 
 
 
When the President’s entourage arrives at the Orville and Wilbur Wright Elementary 
School, they will see a group of 1st graders (6 year olds) seated on the floor with 
their parents standing behind them. 
 
Any corrupted interpretations of Policy are reflected by comments made by 
parents/children attending the launch, demonstrated if possible (i.e. Missing 
children due to a Policy?  Out of work parent?  Etc…). 
 
 
After Bill’s brief speech launching the Education Policy, he will turn to the Players, 
his advisors, and speak to them candidly : 
 
 
BBiillll  
 
“I wanted you to see the reason I stood for office.  It wasn’t for the power, the 
glory, the status, or even for myself.  It was for these children and their future, so 
they have a better world to live in.  It’s been said before but I’ll say it again, they 
are our future.  Cleaner air, an education, better jobs, food on the table…  This is 
what we all want.  And that’s what I’m trying to do. 
 
“Why don’t you guys sit with the kids awhile, answer a few questions and read to 
them for a bit.  Then we’ll go back to Washington and its old men and 
bureaucracy, and see what we can do for these kids.” 
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Questions the children have include : 
 

 “What’s it like to work in the White House?” 
 “What’s Mr Bill like?” 
 “When did you want to first work for Mr Bill?” 
 “One day I want to be President!” 

 
Each of the Players should have an opportunity to read one of the highlighted 
passages from “Scrooge” to the children, and watch their smiles. 
 
 
Then, it’s time to leave… 
 
 
As you leave the school, there is a slight chill in the air.  It is drizzling outside.  The 
entourage walks down the steps out of the building and begins to head down the 
path leading to the Presidential motorcade.  Just as Bill reaches the edge of the 
playground, near the school flagpole, BANG!  You hear a single shot ring out. 
 
There is mass confusion.  Four Secret Service Agents leap on to Bill as he falls to the 
ground.  The First Lady begins screaming.  And the rain begins to pour! 
 
 
 
Bill will be shot by a group involved in one of the crises.  This should be based on 
which crisis was the messiest for the Players, their suspicions or what seems 
appropriate.  Examples assassins include : 
 

 The Chinese killing Bill in retaliation for the trouble he caused due to the Spy 
Plane incident, 

 
 The French (Fifi?) killing Bill due to the Vice-Presidential scandal, 

 
 The Russian Mafia / terrorist group who were to buy the nuclear weapon killing 

Bill for interfering in the matter, 
 

 The Venezuelan General’s men killing Bill for thwarting the coup, 
 

 Big business authorising a ‘professional hit’ by mercenaries due to Bill’s ethical 
stand, 

 
 Etc… 
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TThhee  FFuunneerraall  
 
Cut to the Funeral at Arlington, West Virginia.  The President’s funeral.  The Priest 
invites Beth to give a eulogy: 
 
 
BBeetthh  ::  
 
[Cue Track 2 : “The Last Post”] 
 
“I’m hurting.  I’m hurting very deeply.  Lots of people have come and told me the 
same thing, we are all hurting with the loss of a truly wonderful man. 
 
“I don’t think I’ve ever felt this badly.  But once, when I was feeling very low, Bill 
came up and told me to look beyond myself, remember that there is a wide world 
out there.  That we are only here for a short while, and it’s what we do that counts.  
And even when we are gone, our actions remain to speak for us. 
 
“Bill had a lot of work planned, a lot of things that needed to be done.  There’s 
work still to be done.  If Bill were here, he’d ask each of you to do the right thing in 
the right way.  To get the job done.  To be responsible for your own choices.  This 
was the message he used when he first stood before us.  His words.  And they’re 
the words I use now he’s gone. 
 
“Bill’s legacy is his Plan.  It’s bigger than one man.  It’s not just about one man.  It’s 
about us.  I ask everyone to work together, to get beyond their own personal goals 
and take our future into our own hands.  For the future.  Our children’s future, and 
the future of our beautiful country. 
 
“Thank you all for your support in this difficult time.  I will be watching.  And I know 
that so will Bill!” 
 
 
 
After the funeral, the Players will have an opportunity to pass on their condolences 
to Beth.  She will politely smile and thank them for all of their hard work, saying only 
she wants to see Bill’s legacy continued, and justice for America. 
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4. America The Beautiful 

CCoonnssttiittuuttiioonnaall  CCrriissiiss  
 
After the funeral, the Chief of Staff will take the Players into the Situation Room and 
outline the current situation to them. 
 
With the death Bill and the removal of the Vice-President, the Republican Speaker 
of the House, 90 year-old Mortimer Whittaker from Virginia is in line for the 
Presidency.  Players will have 30 minutes to achieve one of the following goals : 
 

 Elect a new President by an act of Congress to ensure the Speaker of the 
house, Mortimer does not move into the White House, 

 
 Find Bill’s killer(s) and bring them to justice “The right way”, 

 
 Fulfil Bill’s legislative legacy. 

 
As usual, a crisis should interrupt the Player’s efforts to ensure they’re kept busy… 
 
Players will have the opportunity to pass one piece of legislation or “Act of 
Congress” directly after Bill’s death with a majority vote (a unanimous vote if they 
do an exceptional job).  After that, it’s politics as usual…

The penultimate scene will be their final effort to achieve as many of their goals as 
possible.  This will likely be either a Press Conference or (more likely) a direct 
appeal to the United States Congress!

[Cue Track 3 : “America the Beautiful”] 
 
The final scene may be : 
 

 A spot on “Larry King Live” reviewing Bill’s administration, where Larry interviews 
each of the Players on their efforts to achieve Bill’s agenda and their memories 
of Bill, 
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 The trial of Bill’s murderer (if they are brought to trial), where players will have an 
opportunity to testify as to Bill’s vision and his character, 

 
 The aftermath of the Player’s actions (i.e. the election of a new President, or 

key policy that was implemented the Players spent a lot of time focussing on).  
Again, this should have the Players being able to participate in some fashion, 
whether directly or indirectly. 

 
 
Whatever the conclusion may be, Beth will make an appearance near the end. 
 
If the Players have espoused Bill’s values or atoned for errors made in the past, 
Beth will thank them, saying only Bill would be proud. 
 
If the Players have failed to live up to Bill’s expectations of them, Beth will say how 
disappointed Bill would be, wherever he is…
