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Description: This compact prostrate herbaceous perennial grows to around 100mm high and 500mm across. I has soft silver grey foliage and produces and produces an almost constant supply of bright yellow fan shaped flower throughout the year Thriving in the full sun to light shade of cool temperate to sub tropical and semi arid climates ’Little Luna’ is best in full sun and performs best in well drained soils, 
Uses: Mass planting along path edges or clustered around rocky outcrops. ’Little Luna’ makes a great container plant. Combine with Scaevola’s such as Fan Magic® ‘Spellbinder’ or Fan Magic® ‘Fairy fans’. Can also be grown with Pussy Paws® varieties including ‘Scarlet Lady, ‘Galore’ and ‘Green Imp’
Maintenance: virtually maintenance-free. For containers, use only premium Australian standard potting mix. Keep lightly moist but not wet, and feed in early spring or late summer with low phosphorus controlled release fertilizer.

Water: ‘Little Luna’ has very low water needs when established
