Ptilotus ‘Phoenix’ 
Ptilotus exaltatus ‘Platinum Wallaby’ (Australian PBR, USA)
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Description: ‘Phoenix’ is a rounded perennial growing to approximately 50cm in height with deep green leaves with red purple margins. ‘Phoenix’ carries spikes of fetathery pink flowers above the plant all year. 
‘Phoenix’ prefers an open sunny position in well drained soils. It is suited to a wide range of Australian climates tolerant of extremes of heat and cold.
Uses:  Combine in gardens with Pussy Paws® and Fan Magic® varieties for great effect. ‘Phoenix’ is a highly decorative container plant or cut flower.

Maintenance:  Prune spent flower stems.  For containers, use only premium Australian standard potting mix. Keep lightly moist but not wet, and feed in early spring or late summer with low phosphorus controlled release fertiliser.  
Water: ‘Phoenix’ has very low water needs.
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
