Anigozanthos Pussy Paws ® Galore

Anigozanthos preissii hybrid
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Description: ‘Galore’ is a small clump forming perennial growing to approximately 30cm in height with green strap like leaves. The Red and gold flowers are produced in spring on red stems and will attract honey-eating bird’s. ‘Galore’ has been selected for its disease resistance. 

‘Galore’ prefers an open sunny position in well drained soils, and will tolerate light frosts. It is suited to cool temperate to semi arid climates, and will tolerate second-line coastal conditions.

Uses:  Combine with other Pussy Paws® and Fan Magic® varieties for great effect. Plant amongst other smaller plants in raised garden beds or in rockeries. ‘Galore’ is a highly decorative container plant or cut flower.

Maintenance:  Prune spent flower stems from the base.  For containers, use only premium Australian standard potting mix. Keep lightly moist but not wet, and feed in early spring or late summer with low phosphorus controlled release fertiliser.  
Water: Very low water requirements. Do not overwater if container-grown.

Water: ‘Green Imp’ has very low water needs when established
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
