Query Refinements, 
If you put your search words in quotes then Google
will treat it as a single word and you will get much
better search results.

The plus sign means to add this to the search.

“apple juice” +cider

Query Refinements
If you use the minus sign then you ask Google to
eliminate  all reference to the word cider.

“apple juice” -cider

Looking for a store or restaurant, typing the name
and post code will return  the page, along with a map.
